Its potentiality of mediating conflicts between political perspectives in our divided society

The purpose of this research project is reexamining the importance of John Rawls’s book

A Theory of Justice. Contemporary political philosophy has promoted better understanding on
several political perspectives (liberalism, libertarianism, communitarianism etc.). However,

these perspectives are only juxtaposed, and the confrontation between them is not mediated.
Therefore, political philosophy is not be so helpful in solving political conflicts in our society.

It is needed to overcome this shortcoming.

The political idea of John Rawls - justice as fairness - is often regarded as the theory of

liberal egalitarianism. It is partly correct, but not perfectly exact. Rawls’s idea was suggested to
mediate conflicts between incompatible political positions. So, we can expect that it is beneficial
reexamine the potentiality of A Theory of Justice, especially in our divided society.

For this purpose, the intensive reading of Rawls’s works was required. In the research period,

it has done. the obtained insights and achievements will be collected into a book, which is

being prepared now and coming in this spring.
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
