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Abstract (Purpose, Process, Significance)



This study examined the impact of regulation within political party organizations on the
political process in democratic countries. Previous studies have discussed the influence of
party organizational structure on party behavior and party systems. However, although most of
these studies have been analytical and have discussed the actions of specific actors, such as
party activists and members of parliament, there are only a few studies that integrate the results
and discuss the actions of political parties. Through case comparisons, this study aims to
synthesize the knowledge accumulated from past research and examines how specific
organizational forms affect the behavior of political parties. Among the environments
surrounding political parties, the electoral system and executive system influence the actions of
political parties, so it has not always been clear that a particular organization brings about
a particular result. Furthermore, it has become clear that the behavior of political parties is
influenced by the effects of learning based on experience, and that it is necessary to consider
changes over time in analysis. These results suggest that the influence of various institutional

factors should be taken into consideration when legally regulating political parties.
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
